Most toddlers have tantrums, but most children grow
out of this as they get older, because they learn
what works and what doesn’t.

If children learn that by having tantrums, screaming
and shouting, they get want they want, they will
carry on screaming and shouting.

It’s hard for parents to stick to what they have said
when they can see that it makes their child really

upset, but we should stay strong, because we know
it’s right and best for the future.
